As the Passion Week comes to an end with the crucifixion then the burial of Jesus, we wait for Joy-
ous Saturday and the Glorious Resurrection to celebrate this glorious event early Sunday morning.
We consider the Great feast of Resurrection as the greatest feast in Christianity calling it the Great
feast of Resurrection, which always follows the Great fast.

¥ During our celebration of the Resurrection, let
us celebrate our resurrection and triumphant over
all or at least some of our weaknesses and nega-
tivities in our lives. The prophet says: “Awake, you
who sleep, Arise from the dead, And Christ will
give you light” (Ephesians 5:14). His light shined
on those in hades who were sitting in darkness
and shadow of death. He broke the bars of iron,
crushed the gates of brass for those who died who
lived during their lifetime in hope of the resurrec-
tion. He released them from Hades and took them
to the paradise of joy, which was opened recently.

After the Lord’s resurrection, He ascended to the
heavens and sat at the right hand of the Father.
St. Paul teaches us to follow the footsteps of Jesus
triumphing over our sins, setting our minds and
desires on heavenly things while maintaining our
eyes on Him. St. Paul said, “If you then were
raised with Christ, seek those things which are
above, where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of
God” (Colossians 3:1-4).

The resurrection of the Lord gives us another op-
portunity to renew the strength of our resurrec-
tion that we were granted during baptism after
being buried with him (Romans 6:4) walking in the
newness of life. Resurrection refers to living a vic-
torious life over sins, triumphing over Satan, our
bodies, worldly things and all it’s lusts and desires.

F St. Paul said, “Christ is risen from the dead,
and has become the first fruits of those who have
fallen asleep”. How can He become the first fruit
of those who have fallen asleep and many were
risen before Him?

For example, Elijah raised a dead person,
Elisha raised two dead people and Jesus
Himself raised many including Lazarus and
the daughter of Jairus. Yet, as the apostle
says, Jesus is the first fruit, How can this be?
We can understand why Jesus is truly the
first fruit from those three reasons:

1- Jesus rose from the dead defying death by
never dying again while those who were
raised ended up dying once again.

2- Jesus rose from the dead by self-
intervention with absolutely no external in-
terventions while others rose from the dead
by external interventions.

3- Jesus rose with a glorious body that never
perish while those who rose before Him rose
with their same exact physical bodies which
may later become sick, die and perish once
again. “Christ the first fruits, afterward
those who are Christ’s at His coming”
(1Corinthians 15:24)

¥ In the second coming, Our Lord will con-
form our bodies from its lowly form to His
glorious body. How? According to the work-
ing by which He is able even to subdue all
things to Himself (Philippians 3:21).

+The resurrection of the Lord Jesus solved
many problems including those that oc-
curred between His disciples and in the
church as a whole, which includes: the prob-
lem of fear, disbelief, sadness, despair, and
death.

Let us rise up with Jesus from the graves that are filled with sins. Let us rise up with our hearts,
eyes, understandings, desires with Him as we follow the apostle’s advice to us saying “if then you
were raised with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ is, sitting at the right
hand of God. Set your mind on things above, not on things on earth” (Colossians 3:1-2).
