Who are the saints?  

During the month of November every year, the church celebrates the feast of the martyrdom of its inter-

cessor, St. Mina the wonderworker. For this reason, we will take this opportunity to know who are the 

saints! 

+ Saints are people who walked in the path of holiness, reached heaven and became holy. In fact, holiness 

is asked from all of us, as it written “Be holy, for I am Holy” (1 Peter 0:06). Being holy is the state, which 

our father Adam, and our mother Eve were in at the beginning prior to their fall. When we walk in the 

path of holiness, we are simply bringing back the state that we were originally created with the help of 

God so that we may enjoy His love and connection. 

+ Holiness is purity of our inner hearts, which must be attained so that we may see God, as He wants us to 

be holy. Our Lord Jesus said “Blessed are those who are pure in heart for they shall see God” (Matthew 

0:2) and St. Paul says “pursue peace with all people and holiness, without which no one will see the 

Lord” (Hebrews 08:04). Purity of the heart can be attained by starting with the purity of the mind and 

thoughts that can only be sustained by guarding the senses. The senses are the gate to all thoughts as they 

either allow or prevent the thoughts to enter into the heart…Who are the Saints then? 

0- Those who do their role in their fellowship with the 

Holy Spirit, which will grant them the fruit of the 

spirit. 

8- Those who constantly assess themselves day by day 

and live the life of continual repentance. 

3- Those who put the will of God ahead of their own 

will in every issue big or small. Holiness is the agree-

ment of both the will of man and the will of God who 

is full of righteousness as we pray saying “on earth as 

it is in heaven” which requires persistence. 

4- Saints are those who strive continually to have a “ 

conscience without offense toward God and 

men” (Acts 06:06). Their senses become accustomed 

to “discern both good and evil”. (Hebrews 0:04) 

0- Saints are those who deal with people in the same 

way they wanted to be dealt with by God and treat 

others in the same way they want to be treated. 

6- Saints are those who correctly prioritize their time 

knowing that prayer (talk with God) is more im-

portant that talking with people; reading the Holy 

Bible is more important than reading newspaper; 

feeding the Spirit is more important than feeding the 

body; heaven is more important than earth; eternal 

life is more important than our temporary life here...  

 7- Those who train themselves to continually be 

in God’s presence through constant prayer “my 

Lord Jesus Christ have mercy on me a sinner”. 

2- Those who protect themselves from pride as 

if they are protecting a treasure, as humbleness 

is a weapon that defeats any strong enemy. 

When St. Macarius the Great saw the scary 

traps prepared by Satan he cried out saying 

“Lord, who could escape from those”, and he 

heard a voice from heaven saying, “those who 

are humble escape”. 

0- Saints are those who exercised and attained 

the knowledge about the arts of spiritual war. 

They lived in true discipleship to the Bible, 

church fathers, and the church. They learned 

how and when to use the weapons of the spiritu-

al war. 

01- Saints are those who see the image of God in 

all His creatures. They love God and all His 

creatures through their love for Him. They are 

those who devote their thoughts, hearts, senses 

to the love of God and all the people. They be-

come holy as in “devotion to God” as Holiness is 

the consecration and devoting one’s self to God.
